The contract negotiated by the GEOC and the University requires that all employees receiving benefits from the 
contract pay Union dues or a service fee.  This form is for that purpose.  GEOC is the legal collective bargaining 
unit for all Graduate Teaching Assistants and Graduate Student Assistants at Wayne State University.  As such, the 
University is obligated to bargain with the GEOC concerning wages, hours, and working conditions.  GEOC also 
represents any GTA and GSA (regardless of membership status) in grievances regarding their employment. 
 
Union membership allows you to participate in all levels of the Union’s decision-making process.  To become a 
member you must check the box marked “Union Dues.”  Your response on the form conditionally authorizes dues 
or fee deduction based on your representation status.  If your duties are such that you are in a non-represented 
position, dues or fees will not be deducted.

The Support Allocation form authorizes the University Payroll Office to automatically deduct your dues or fees from your 

paycheck.  Such deductions will be at the Union-set rate for the entire semester, but may not begin until on or after the third 

week of the semester and at an accelerated rate to achieve the semester-based amount.  Authorization of Deduction shall be 

effective whenever you are employed as a GTA or GSA, unless revoked by you.  You may voluntarily revoke previously 

authorized payroll deductions by submitting written notification to the Union.  Dues and fees paid by the employee are tax-

deductible only as miscellaneous expenses.
